The page format is designed to relate your questions to the Bible 

text.

Answers to the Tough Questions 

 

In addition to questions and answers on specific Bible verses, the Quest Study Bible addresses 

the tough questions. There are almost 400 articles throughout the Bible pages that address the hot 

topics raging through our culture. 

 

Some of these questions may be on a moral issue, may address a question of theology or may 

concern your personal faith. Each article is relevant to you, your friends, your family and the 

world in which we live.

Solid Theology 

 

The Quest Study Bible comes with the New International Version of the Bible. This is the most 

popular translation of the Bible in contemporary English. It strikes the perfect balance of 

accuracy and readability. Since over 100 scholars from many denominations and churches served 

on the translation board, it has been protected from bias. 

 

With the NIV you can be certain you are getting a solid Bible translation in a language you can 

understand. This version was first published in 1978 and has been updated several times to stay 

current with the changes in the English language. The 2011 version is used in the Quest Study 

Bible.

Other tools to help with your theological foundation are provided. 

Each Bible book starts with an introduction that explains who 

wrote the book, when it was written and why it should be read. 

There is also a helpful timeline before each book to put the book in 

its historical perspective. This also serves to correlate it with the 

rest of the Bible and other historical events. 

 

Throughout the Bible text there are helpful charts, graphs and 

maps to aid your understanding. As you review these helpful visual 

tools your certainty about the events of the Bible will become rock 

solid, strengthening your faith and your ability to defend it. These 

tools also make the Bible stories and teachings easier to remember 

and recall when needed. 

 

And the bottom page articles address many questions that pertain to theology. Perhaps the most 

relevant of these questions being “Is there secular evidence to support the Bible’s claims?” 

With the answer to this question firmly in mind you can call on the Bible to address every 

question that comes your way. 

 

And many of the theological topics discussed in the articles 

will help you not only defend your faith but share the hope 

that you have because of your faith. As you grow in your 

confidence you will begin looking for opportunities to share 

what you know. 

 

Imagine yourself as the person with answers. As you begin 

to stand against the onslaught of attacks, those with genuine 

questions will begin to appreciate your reasonable stance. 

Your assurance will not only silence the cynics but invite the seekers. You can be instrumental in 

helping your friends find real answers. 

 

 

Personal Faith 

 

The Quest Study Bible is designed to bolster your personal faith. We both know that until you 

start reading the Bible, your faith will not be strong. Quest has the tools you need to make that 

happen. Three reading schedules are offered to start you reading at your own pace. 

 

Schedule 1 

The first reading schedule, called Introduction to the Bible, calls for three two-week 

commitments. It includes Old and New Testament passages. The scriptures included give you a 

basic Bible foundation. The passages are well known and frequently quoted. Each daily read 

should take about 10 minutes, so not too challenging. And they are relatively easy to read and 

understand. This first schedule will whet your appetite for more.

Schedule 2 

The second reading schedule provides a guided tour of the Bible, offering a birds-eye view. The 

daily readings consist of 180 selected passages including at least one chapter from each of the 

Bible’s 66 books. Both the scripture text and the accompanying notes can be read in about 15 

minutes. 

 

In roughly six months you can have a taste of each book of the Bible. With a few exceptions, the 

Bible text is in chronological order. You will read the psalms attributed to David as you read 

about David’s life. You will read the prophets along with their background history. Portions of 

the gospels are interspersed, providing a composite of Jesus’ life on earth. 

 

This is a step up from the six-week commitment of 

Schedule 1. But you’ll be ready to take it. The schedules 

are conveniently located at the beginning of the Bible with 

check boxes. You can mark off your accomplishments as 

you read at your own pace. If you miss a day or even a 

week, simply pick up where you left off. It’s the reading, 

not the schedule that will strengthen your faith. 

 

Schedule 3 

Read every word in the Bible. Having read the Bible for 

almost a year, you’ll be ready to read through each book 

completely. Most Bible-reading plans allot a year for this 

endeavor. Many readers, finding this pace to be unrealistic, 

get discouraged and give up. In keeping with its helpful 

nature The Quest Study Bible allows three years to read 

through the Bible, assigning usually one chapter a day. And 

it alternates between Old and New Testament, giving a 

variety to the experience. Each daily read, including notes, 

will also take about 15 minutes. 

 

When you have finished this schedule you will be a pro. In one of his letters to the churches the 

Apostle Paul likens God’s Word to a sword. The words you read will become your offensive 

weapon. Of course you won’t remember everything you 

read, but each day you read you will become more fully 

equipped for the task at hand, the defense of your faith. 

 

In addition to the text of the Bible, The Quest Study Bible 

has many bottom page articles that will address the questions 

you have about how faith works in your personal life. We all 

come to our belief in God with a personal history and 

personal baggage. As you encounter God in His word each 

day, you will begin to see solutions to the personal traits that 

undermine your success. 

 

The Quest Study Bible also 
includes some very helpful 
reading plans. Anyone who has 
ever tried a "read the Bible in 1 
year" plan has most likely failed 
to keep up with the amount of 
reading required on a daily basis 
(especially if the goal is to absorb 
and ponder what is read) and 
given up. This study Bible 
includes three reading plans 
designed for different goals.

Additional Tools 

 

The strength of The Quest Study Bible is the unique question and answer format of the study 

notes. But this Bible has additional features that will round out your study experience and make 

this your “go-to” Bible. A concordance and subject index will help you find the topics you need 

when you need them. And an index of the charts and study maps will aid you in finding them 

quickly. 

 

In addition to the maps provided throughout the study 

notes, a full set of color maps are available at the back 

of the Bible. These include rarely seen maps. One 

shows where each of the Old Testament prophets lived 

and preached. There is also a map of the Assyrian and 

Babylonian empires that loom throughout the times of 

the prophets. 

 

And there are three full maps covering the gospels and 

Jesus’ ministry. One of these is a detailed map of the 

City of Jerusalem, showing the location of the temple 

and other sites referenced in the New Testament. This is 

especially useful in understanding the last week of 

Jesus’ life. These maps help the gospels come alive. 

 

The 16 full color maps, double what is included in most Bibles, come with a map index allowing 

easy reference to a city or region as it appears on each of the maps. And rounding out the 

additional tools is a dictionary and table of weights and measures that bring the Bible text into a 

contemporary understanding.
